Seniors: age 10 -13; Juniors: age 6 - 9; special class for 5 &
under.

For under 5classes, rider must be able to hold the reins & maintain their
balance. Handler may lead pony by use of halter over bridle & lead rope.
They’re allowed to help rider where necessary.

A halter must be used for classes 1, 2, 3 & a halter over the bridle for all 5
& under classes.

Ponies must be 14.2 hands or under.

High point & Reserve ribbons for each division.

Unsportsmanlike behaviour may result
in disqualification.

Contestants must have ponies under complete control before leaving ring
or be disqualified.
