RULES & REGULATIONS FOR SCHOOL CHILDREN 
 
1. Bring entries to the arena on Thursday September 27th between 1:00 pm  
 to 8:30 pm.  Entry Tickets available in arena on preparation night.  Bring  
 a list of your entries - there will be someone there to help you.   
2. Please bring safety pins, elastic bands or twist ties, suitable to attach entry  
 tags to exhibits. Scotch tape is not suitable as it dries out. 
3. If you are in school, provide name of school & home phone number on  
 green entry ticket. Please print clearly on your green entry ticket. 
4. ALL WORK OF SELECTING AND PREPARING THE ENTRY MUST  
 BE DONE BY THE  EXHIBITOR. ALL ENTRIES MUST BE  
 COMPLETED SINCE THE LAST FALL FAIR.  NO HANDICRAFT  
 KITS ARE ALLOWED IN ANY ENTRY. 
5. Pupils must NOT make more than one entry in any one class.  If rules for  
 each entry are not followed, that entry will be disqualified. 
6. The collecting of produce from any place but home ground and  
 exhibiting same is contrary to the regulations.   
7. All entries MUST remain on display in the arena until 4:00 pm otherwise 

the student will forfeit their prize  money.  Perishable articles remaining 
after 5:00 pm will be trashed. 

8. While the Directors will take every possible precaution under the 
circumstances to secure the safety of exhibits, the owners themselves 
must take the risk of exhibiting, & should any exhibit be accidentally 
injured or stolen, the Directors will give all assistance in their power 
towards recovery, but they will not make any payments of value thereof. 

9. Prizes: 1st $2.00; 2nd $1.50; 3rd $1.00; 4th .50cents   
10. Prize money will be distributed to the exhibitor on the last day of the 

Fair, Sunday. Please see Director. 
11. Prize points are accumulated as follows: 1st - 5 points; 2nd - 4 points;  
 3rd - 3 points; 4th - 2 points; 5th 1 point 
 
E. Lorraine Orr Trophy + $10.00 will be awarded to the student who has won 
the most points  
 
Coldwater Foodland Trophy awarded to the school earning the highest 
percentage of prize points, per student. 
 
Participation Plaque showing school names who participated, will be 
displayed in the arena trophy case.
